RULES – NOMINATION OF QUEEN

The announcement that the House of Spain is soliciting candidates for a  Queen of  to represent the House within the organization of the HPR will be put in the monthly bulletin 4 and 3 months prior to the selection of a new queen. The deadline for the candidates will be 10 weeks prior to the deadline set by the HPR.

The Queen’s Committee will meet and interview each candidate.  They will then submit to the board a list of at most 3 candidates prior to 5 weeks before the said deadline.

The finalists will meet with the board before the deadline date and the board will vote on the Queen and Princess.

HPR QUEENS’RULES

Each House within HPR may select or appoint a queen and no more than six princesses and/or junior princesses each year.  In order to be including in the year’s current membership roster, each House is required to provide complete roster information to the Queens Secretary by August 31st of each year.  Complete roster information shall include name, birth date, address, phone and e-mail if available.  Each queen, princess, or junior princess of the Houses that constitute the HPR shall be members of Queens for as long as they remain active as queens, princesses, or junior princesses of their individual Houses.  The combined number of princesses and junior princesses representing a House shall not exceed six members.  Any combination of princesses and junior princesses will be allowed.
 3.2    Age and Civil Status:   ---Each member of Queens:
a.      Must be single.
b.      The queen and princesses from each House must be between the ages of 14 and 21 (under 22) on October 1st of each year.  Junior princesses must be between the ages of 10 and 13 years (under 14) on October 1st of each year. 
3.3     House Membership:
Each queen, princess, or junior princess must be a member in good standing of her House either individually or through family membership.   Each is encouraged to remain active throughout the year and participate in all of her House and Queens’ functions.
3.4     Termination of Membership:     
a.      Any member of Queens shall cease as such if and when she ceases to be the queen or princess or junior princess of her House, or
b.      When terminated for cause according to the procedures outlined in these By-laws, Article X, Sections 1 through 6 (e.g., failure to abide by purposes and objectives of the Queens, unless excused; gross misconduct). 
c.      Should a member elect to terminate her membership in Queens, she shall write a letter of resignation to Queens and to her respective House. 
d.      All property of Queens and all property of her House, related to the participation in Queens (e.g., sashes, crowns, etc.), shall be returned to the respective owner(s) when membership in Queens expires or is terminated.
